                               Lesson 13– Chaos, Restoration & Creation

Parents, before you can begin your study with your child, you must first of all recognize that man has certain limitations in dealing with the subject of God or in understanding spiritual information.  Faith is the only way you can understand God’s Word.  Faith is the system of understanding that accepts an established rule or standard (in this case here, it is God’s rule and God’s standard…His Word that I am discussing) by which something can be judged.  Faith is the only system of understanding that is common to all members of the human race.  Faith is the only non-meritorious system (no talent or ability on your part to understand); therefore, it is the only way of understanding spiritual information.  2 Cor 5:7 “We live by faith, not by sight.”  (Heb 11:1 “Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see.” (NIV)
Therefore, before you begin your Bible study with your child, if you are a believer in the Lord Jesus Christ be sure you and your child have named your sins privately to God the Father:


I John 1:9 “
If we confess our sins He is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all wrongdoing.”  (NIV)

You and your child will then be in fellowship with God, filled with the Holy Spirit, and ready to learn the teachings of this lesson from the Word of God. 


John 4:24 “
God is spirit, and His worshipers must worship in spirit (the filling of God the Holy Spirit) and in truth (God’s Word)." (NIV)

However, if you or your child has never personally believed in the Lord Jesus Christ as Savior, the issue is not naming your sins.  The issue is faith alone in Christ alone.


John 3:36 “
Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life, but whoever rejects the Son will not see life, for God's wrath remains on him." (NIV)


Eph 2:8-9

8 “For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith-- and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God…

9  not by works, so that no one can boast.” (NIV)

John 3:16-18


16 “For God loved the world so much that He gave his uniquely born Son, that whoever believes in Him shall never perish but have eternal life.


17 for God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but to save the world through Him.

18 Whoever believes in Him is not condemned, but whoever does not believe stands condemned already because he has not believed in the name of God's uniquely born Son.” (NIV)

Subject: Chaos, Creation and Restoration

Vocabulary: chaos, divine judgment, earth, restoration, universe

Promises: Psalms 124: “Our help is in the name of the Lord, Who made heaven and earth.”  

Col 1:17 “And He is before all things, and in Him all things hold together.  Psalms 100:3 “Know that the Lord Himself is God; it is He who has made us, and not we ourselves; we are His people and the sheep of His pasture.  1 Cor 2:9b “Things which eye has not seen and ear has not heard, and which have not entered the heart of man, all that God has prepared for those who love Him.”
Scriptures: 
1. The entire text of the lesson is Genesis Chapter 1 through Chapter 2:4.

2. The Holy Spirit is the One who repairs and restores creation.  Gen 1:2 “Now the earth was formless and empty, darkness was over the surface of the deep, and the Spirit of God was hovering over the waters.”

3. Doctrine in God’s plan and work of creation.  Proverbs 8:22-36 “The Lord brought me forth as the first of His works, before His deeds of old; (23) I was appointed from eternity, from the beginning, before the world began.  (24) When there were no oceans, I was given birth, when there were no springs abounding with water; (25) before the mountains were settled in place, before the hills, I was given birth, (26) before He made the earth or its fields or any of the dust of the world.  (27) I was there when He set the heavens in place, when He marked out the horizon on the face of the deep, (28) when He established the clouds above and fixed securely the fountains of the deep, (29) when he gave the sea its boundary so the waters would not overstep His command, and when He marked out the foundations of the earth.  (30) Then I was the craftsman at His side. I was filled with delight day after day, rejoicing always in His presence, (31) rejoicing in His whole world and delighting in mankind.  (32) ‘Now then, my sons, listen to me; blessed are those who keep my ways.  (33) Listen to my instruction and be wise; do not ignore it.  (34) Blessed is the man who listens to me, watching daily at my doors, waiting at my doorway.  (35) For whoever finds me finds life and receives favor from the Lord.  (36) But whoever fails to find me harms himself; all who hate me love death.’
4. Satan’s sin.  Isa 14:12-17 “How you have fallen from heaven, O morning star, son of the dawn! You have been cast down to the earth, you who once laid low the nations!  (13) You said in your heart, "I will ascend to heaven; I will raise my throne above the stars of God; I will sit enthroned on the mount of assembly, on the utmost heights of the sacred mountain.  (14) I will ascend above the tops of the clouds; I will make myself like the Most High."  (15) But you are brought down to the grave, to the depths of the pit.  (16) Those who see you stare at you, they ponder your fate: "Is this the man who shook the earth and made kingdoms tremble, (17) the man who made the world a desert, who overthrew its cities and would not let his captives go home?"
5. The destiny of Satan and the fallen angels.  Matt 25:41 “Then He will say to those on His left, 'Depart from me, you who are cursed, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels.”

6. God the Father is the Planner.  John 5:17 “Jesus said to them, "My Father is always at His work to this very day, and I, too, am working."  1 Cor 8:6a “…yet for us there is but one God, the Father, from whom all things came and for whom we live…” 
7. God the Son is the One who fulfills God the Father’s plan.  John 1:3 “Through Him all things were made; without Him nothing was made that has been made.”  1 Cor 8:6b “…and there is but one Lord, Jesus Christ, through whom all things came and through whom we live.”  Heb 1:10 ”He also says, "In the beginning, O Lord, you laid the foundations of the earth, and the heavens are the work of your hands.”

8. God the Holy Spirit is the agent of salvation.  John 3:5 “Jesus answered, "I tell you the truth, no one can enter the kingdom of God unless he is born of water and the Spirit.”  Titus 3:5 “…He saved us, not because of righteous things we had done, but because of His mercy. He saved us through the washing of rebirth and renewal by the Holy Spirit.”
9. Jesus controls the universe.  Col 1:17 “He is before all things, and in Him all things hold together.”
10. Jesus provided gravity to hold the earth in space.  Job 26:7 “He spreads out the northern [skies] over empty space; He suspends the earth over nothing.”
11. Jesus knows the weight of air and water.  Job 28:25 “When He established the force of the wind and measured out the waters,”
12. Jesus controls the movement of the stars.  Job 38:31-32 “Can you bind the beautiful Pleiades? Can you loose the cords of Orion?  (32) Can you bring forth the constellations in their seasons or lead out the Bear with its cubs?”  Read Job chapters 38 through 39.
13. Jesus placed mountains by His strength (omnipotence).  Psalms 65:6 “…who formed the mountains by your power, having armed yourself with strength.”
14. Jesus calms the waves and the nations.  Psalms 65:7 “who stilled the roaring of the seas, the roaring of their waves, and the turmoil of the nations.” 

15. Jesus controls the wind and the directions it blows.  Eccl 1:6 “The wind blows to the south and turns to the north; round and round it goes, ever returning on its course.”  

16. Jesus designed evaporation and rain, snow, sleet etc. Eccl 1:7 “All streams flow into the sea, yet the sea is never full. To the place the streams come from, there they return again.”
17. Jesus causes thunder and lightening.  Jer 10:13 “When He thunders, the waters in the heavens roar; He makes clouds rise from the ends of the earth. He sends lightning with the rain and brings out the wind from His storehouses.”
Bible Doctrine to Be Taught: One result of the angelic war led by Satan was divine judgment on the original earth.  After God’s judgment of Satan and the fallen angels, they went to the perfect, beautiful earth.  While they were there, they turned the planet into an enormous garbage dump.  God kicked Satan and the fallen angels off the earth and removed all light and heat.  

Once the earth had been a perfect place; now it was a desolate wasteland in total darkness.  Gen 1:1-2a “In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.  (2) Now the earth was formless and empty, darkness was over the surface of the deep, and the Spirit of God was hovering over the waters.”  With no light or heat the waters froze and covered the earth with ice preserving it for God’s future plans for man.  God had not created the earth to be a heap of ruin and emptiness; He intended for the earth to be inhabited.  Isa 45:18 “For this is what the Lord says…He who created the heavens, He is God; He who fashioned and made the earth, He founded it; He did not create it to be empty, but formed it to be inhabited…He says: "I am the Lord, and there is no other.”
The Trinity…God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit…was involved in the repair and restoration.  God the Father planned the restoration, the Holy Spirit actually restored or repaired the earth that had been preserved under the ice (Gen 1:2a-20), while the Son created and sustained the new things.  Gen 1:21 “So God created the great creatures of the sea and every living and moving thing with which the water teems, according to their kinds, and every winged bird according to its kind. And God saw that it was good.”  Gen 1:27 “So God created man in His own image, in the image of God He created him; male and female He created them.” Heb 1:2 “…but in these last days He has spoken to us by His Son, whom He appointed heir of all things, and through whom He made the universe.”  At the end of six days, God’s work was completed and the earth was restored.  God set His seal of approval on His work when He saw that all was “very good.”  Gen 1:31 “God saw all that He had made, and it was very good…”
Close in prayer: Father, help us to understand your personal plan for each of us and the beauty of all you have created for us to enjoy.  Help us tell others about Christ and his salvation.  In His name we pray.  Amen.
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
