                         Lesson 17– Restoration: Days Five and Six

Parents, before you can begin your study with your child, you must first of all recognize that man has certain limitations in dealing with the subject of God or in understanding spiritual information.  Faith is the only way you can understand God’s Word.  Faith is the system of understanding that accepts an established rule or standard (in this case here, it is God’s rule and God’s standard…His Word that I am discussing) by which something can be judged.  Faith is the only system of understanding that is common to all members of the human race.  Faith is the only non-meritorious system (no talent or ability on your part to understand); therefore, it is the only way of understanding spiritual information.  2 Cor 5:7 “We live by faith, not by sight.”  (Heb 11:1 “Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see.” (NIV)
Therefore, before you begin your Bible study with your child, if you are a believer in the Lord Jesus Christ be sure you and your child have named your sins privately to God the Father:


I John 1:9 “
If we confess our sins He is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all wrongdoing.”  (NIV)

You and your child will then be in fellowship with God, filled with the Holy Spirit, and ready to learn the teachings of this lesson from the Word of God. 


John 4:24 “
God is spirit, and His worshipers must worship in spirit (the filling of God the Holy Spirit) and in truth (God’s Word)." (NIV)

However, if you or your child has never personally believed in the Lord Jesus Christ as Savior, the issue is not naming your sins.  The issue is faith alone in Christ alone.


John 3:36 “
Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life, but whoever rejects the Son will not see life, for God's wrath remains on him." (NIV)


Eph 2:8-9

8 “For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith-- and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God…

9 not by works, so that no one can boast.” (NIV)

John 3:16-18


16 “For God loved the world so much that He gave his uniquely born Son, that whoever believes in Him shall never perish but have eternal life.


17 for God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but to save the world through Him.

18 Whoever believes in Him is not condemned, but whoever does not believe stands condemned already because he has not believed in the name of God's uniquely born Son.” (NIV)

Subject: Creation of Animals and Mankind
Promise: Luke 12:7 “Indeed, the very hairs of your head are all numbered.  Do not fear; you are of more value than many sparrows.”
Vocabulary: human being, mankind, soul
Presentation
Fifth and Sixth Days of Restoration

There are many living creatures in the seas.  The Bible tells us that on the fifth day, God created all the living, moving creatures in the sea. Gen 1:20 “And God said, "Let the water teem with living creatures, and let birds fly above the earth across the expanse of the sky."   

Fish are designed to glide smoothly through the water.  They don’t splatter and splash like a clumsy elephant.  They are streamlined to swim.  Fish don’t walk, so they don’t need legs.  Instead, God gave them fins and a tail to help them swim and steer themselves through the water.  Fish cannot fly through the air like birds because God made their home in the water.

On the same day God also created huge sea animals such as the whale and the squid.  Gen 1:21a “So God created the great sea monsters (creatures) and every living and moving thing with which the water swarmed according to their kinds…”  Some whales measure over a hundred feet long and certain squid glow in the dark while others have eyes fifteen inches wide.  

Now God placed many living things in the waters, but there was nothing yet in the air.  So God made flying creatures.  Gen 1:21b “…and every winged bird according to its kind.” 
Soon there was a whirling and fluttering and flapping of wings as birds took to the air.  The happy, chirping sounds of big birds and little birds filled the air, while the sea swarmed with countless swimming, swirling fish.  Gen 1:21c-22 “And God saw that it was good.  God blessed them and said, "Be fruitful and increase in number and fill the water in the seas, and let the birds increase on the earth."
Each bird and fish was born and lived within its family.  Fish swim in families called schools; birds fly in families called flocks.  God said fish and birds will never be in the same family.
The fifth day had been a busy day.  The sixth day was God’s last working day.  So far, there were plants in the ground, there were animals and fish swimming in the water and there were birds flying in the air.

What animals were left?  What were left were animals that live on the ground and under the ground.  God made those animals on the sixth day.  God made tigers and bears, cats and dogs, prairie dogs and gophers, and snakes and frogs.  He made the enormous hippopotamus, the rhinoceros, and the elephant, but He also made curly doodlebugs, and delicate, painted butterflies.  Gen 1:25a “God made the wild animals according to their kinds, the livestock according to their kinds, and all the creatures that move along the ground according to their kinds.” 
Like the fish and the birds, God intended the land animals to be born and live within their own families.  That is why dogs and frogs do not have frog-puppies, or fruppies, and cats and rats do not have rat-kittens, or rittens.  Gen 1:25b “And God saw that it was good.” 

God’s final work was the creation of the first human being.  Every man and woman, girl and boy is a human being.  We are living creatures.  We can think for ourselves.  We can say what we think.  We can speak to others.  We can love one another.  We can do all this because God gave us a soul.

Our soul makes us very special.  We cannot see our soul, but we know it is there.  Because of our soul we have the ability to think and to choose, to feel happy or sad, and to tell right from wrong.  Gen 1:26 “Then God said, "Let us make man in our image, in our likeness, and let them rule over the fish of the sea and the birds of the air, over the livestock, over all the earth, and over all the creatures that move along the ground."
Application of Bible Doctrine:
1. God knew all about you long, long before the earth existed.  He knew you would hear that the Lord Jesus Christ made all things.  The six days of restoration were very important.  But even more important to God is the day you believer in the Son of God, Jesus Christ.  God made us, even thought He knew we would choose to sin.  Rom 3:23 “…for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.”  He then made a way to save us from our sins.  What must you do to be saved?  Believe the Lord Jesus Christ died for your sins.  Acts 16:31 “They replied, "Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved…you and your household."  God made each one of us because He has a plan for you and for me.  Because God made the first man and the first woman, you and I are alive to learn about God and His plan which is in His Word, the Bible.

2. God never makes mistakes.  Fish and animals and birds and insects are made the way they are because God has a specific plan in mind for each of them.  God gave you life because He has a special plan in mind for each of you.  God had a reason for everything He does.  God always wants what is best for you.

3. God has completely restored the earth exactly the way He wants it.  The earth is the perfect place for us.  What God has done, no man can undo.

Close in prayer:  Father, thank you that you are perfect and made everything for us that we would need to be good children and to obey your commandments.  Help us to honor our parents and teachers and to enjoy all the blessings you have for us.  In Jesus’ name we pray.  Amen. 
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
